Total Internal Reflection
total internal reflection: When light reflects completely off the inside wall of a denser medium rather than passing through the wall into a less dense medium.  This occurs when the angle of incidence is larger than the critical angle. Total internal reflection is widely used in fibre optic technology.   

· The angle of incidence gets so large that the angle of refraction is 90º.  When this happens, the angle of incidence is called the critical angle because the angle of refraction cannot get any larger.

· At any angle of incidence larger than the critical angle, all light is reflected back into the water.  This is when total internal reflection occurs.
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
